AFFILIATION AGREEMENT
July 2010-June 2011

This Affiliation Agreement ("AGREEMENT") defines the terms of affiliation with the Fraternity of Alpha Kappa Lambda, Gamma Chapter at the University of Illinois.  This Agreement is between a male, undergraduate student at the University of Illinois (“STUDENT”) and Alpha Kappa Lambda, Inc. (“FRATERNITY”).  The parties agree that this Agreement shall be deemed executed in the State of Illinois and construed in accordance with and governed by the laws of the State of Illinois, irrespective of a party’s respective state of residence.  The parties further consent to the jurisdiction of the State of Illinois and that proper venue shall lie in the applicable federal or state courts located in the County of Cook, State of Illinois.  The parties acknowledge that the foregoing consent to jurisdiction and venue clause will cause neither party to suffer any undue inconvenience and was equally bargained for.
AGREEMENT

1. Affiliation.  Student hereby applies for affiliation with the Gamma Chapter of Alpha Kappa Lambda Fraternity and Corporation hereby grants such affiliation in accordance with National Fraternity rules, regulations and by-laws and in accordance with the wishes of the undergraduate Chapter.

2. Term.  The term of this Agreement shall commence on the date of the Student signature below and will continue as long as the Student is attending the University of Illinois, Urbana-Champaign campus, defined as a student enrolled in at least one class at any point during a given semester of education.  
a. All Active members are required to maintain a minimum 2.5 GPA each semester of their membership.  If a member fails to maintain a 2.5 during a semester, he shall be required to submit a plan to the Corporation Board to increase his GPA during subsequent semesters.  If a member fails to submit a plan or his GPA falls below 2.5 for two consecutive semesters, he will not be allowed to live in the house the following semester.  Members failing to meet these standards may make an appeal to the Corporation Board.  The Corporation Board, at its sole discretion, may issue a written waiver of the minimum GPA requirement.

3. Dues.  Dues for affiliation are reviewed and set by the Fraternity prior to each academic year.  The current affiliation dues are $400 per semester.  In the event dues are not paid in active within five days after the due date, the Student agrees to pay a late charge of $25.00.  If not paid in active within ten days of the due date, interest shall accrue at the rate of eighteen percent (18%) per annum.  Student further agrees to pay $50.00 for each dishonored bank check issued by the Student to the Fraternity.

4. Membership Fee.  There is a one time membership fee reviewed and set by the National Fraternity prior to each academic year.  The current membership fee is $235.00 and the Student must include a check to cover this fee when this Agreement is submitted.  This fee is non-refundable once the Agreement has been accepted by both parties.  If Agreement is rejected by the Fraternity then the fee will be returned.

5. Other Charges.  Student may incur other charges as a result of social events, philanthropy events, composite photos, fines, or other reasons.  Student will be expected to pay all amounts owed.

6. Security Deposit.  Student agrees to pay a security deposit of $400.00 before moving into the structure located at 401 East Daniel Street, Champaign, Illinois (“LEASED PREMISES”), which check will be cashed.  The security deposit shall be held by the Fraternity to be applied against any damage which occurs to the room that the Student occupies while living on the Leased Premises, any cleaning that is required of the Student’s room by the Fraternity either while the Student resides in the room or at the end of his occupancy, or with respect to any damage directly caused by the Student to any property of the Fraternity.  The security deposit will be held in an interest-bearing account and within a reasonable time after the Student graduates from the University of Illinois or other event provided in Release Provisions, the balance of the security deposit, together with a pro rata amount of accrued interest, will be paid to the Student, after all sums for repair of damage, cleaning, or other fines, assessments, and reasonable charges have been first deducted.

7. Membership in Alpha Kappa Lambda.  Active membership in Alpha Kappa Lambda is a process of mutual selection which includes becoming a new member, successful completion of the new member education program, becoming a first year and finally being voted into active membership.  This Agreement does not obligate the Student to complete the new member program or seek active membership.  Neither does this Agreement guarantee that the Student will be granted active membership.  This agreement gives Student the right to seek active membership and may be terminated by either party prior to active membership being granted.  

8. Participation.  Student is expected to participate in chapter meetings, formal initiation and rituals, recruitment functions, risk management forums, philanthropy events and other mandatory events established by the chapter.  Students wishing to be excused from an event will need to obtain permission from chapter officers.
9. Compliance with Rules, Regulations and Bylaws.  Student agrees to observe the rules, regulations, bylaws, codes of conduct and other governing documents of the National Fraternity, the Chapter, the Corporation Board, the Fraternity and the University of Illinois.
10. Compliance with Law/Nuisance.  Student shall comply with all laws, statutes, ordinances and requirements of all local, state and federal authorities now in force or which may hereafter be in force.  Student shall not create any nuisance or be responsible for any action or inaction which, in the Fraternity's reasonable opinion, is offensive, disturbing or bothersome to the Fraternity's other members, the neighbors or the general public.  Student acknowledges any breach of the provisions of this Paragraph would be a material default not capable of being cured.

11. Release of Grades.  Student authorizes the Fraternity to obtain Student’s grades from the University in order to assess compliance with academic requirements, eligibility for academic rebates and scholarships and other purposes.

12. Assignment:  Student may not assign this Agreement to any other person.  

13. Release and Indemnification.  Student hereby waives and releases to the fullest extent possible any future causes of action or claims against the Fraternity or the Fraternity's agents based upon the damage or destruction of any such personal property no matter what the cause (including the negligence of the released party) and Student waives any rights of subrogation against Fraternity or Fraternity's agent on the part of Student and Student's insurers.  The Fraternity shall not be liable for any injury or death of Student occurring on or about the Fraternity's real property, or any part thereof, except to the extent such injury or death is the proximate result of the gross negligence or illegal act of the Fraternity, or the Fraternity's agents.  Student agrees to indemnify, defend and hold the Fraternity harmless from and against any claims or liability for damages to property or injury or death of persons except for such damages, injuries or deaths for which the Fraternity is expressly liable under the terms of this Paragraph.

14. Termination Prior to Active Membership.  This Agreement may be terminated by either party with notice or cause at any time during which Student is a new member or first year.  If Agreement is terminated during this period, all unpaid affiliation dues for the current semester and any other unpaid amounts will become immediately due and payable.

15. Termination After Granting of Active Membership.  This Agreement may be terminated without notice or damage if Student graduates from the University, becomes married, is called for active military service, or is expelled from Alpha Kappa Lambda.  Member may also apply for a “hardship waiver”, which will be considered by the Corporation Board on a case-by-case basis.  In the event of termination the unpaid pro rata share of rent for the current semester and all other unpaid amounts owed will become immediately due and payable.  If none of the above exceptions are applicable and Student desires release from this Agreement, such release will be granted only upon approval by the Corporation Board of the Fraternity and active payment of Student of seventy percent (70%) of the charges for the remainder of the contract period and one-hundred percent (100%) of any additional fines, fees, charges, assessments, and accrued interest then due.  The Fraternity reserves the right to terminate this Agreement in the event the undersigned Student shall at any time fail to observe the rules, regulations, bylaws, codes of conduct and other governing documents of the National Fraternity, the Chapter, the Corporation Board, and the University of Illinois or any local, state, or federal law or regulation as reviewed by the Executive Board of the Active Chapter and/or the Corporation Board of the Fraternity.
16. Termination by Corporation or Chapter.  This Agreement may be terminated without notice or cause by the Chapter in accordance with procedures set forth by the Chapter and the National Fraternity or by the Corporation Board upon a unanimous vote of the Board of Directors.  If Agreement is terminated by the Chapter or Corporation Board, all unpaid affiliation dues for the current semester and any other unpaid amounts will become immediately due and payable.

17. Default.  In the event Student fails to pay dues or any other sums payable under the terms of this Agreement when due, Student shall be in default of this Agreement.  In the event of such default, then three days after written notice is given to Student, the Fraternity may terminate all rights of Student, unless Student, within said three day period, pays such delinquent dues or other sums in active.  If Student fails to perform any obligation under this Agreement other than an obligation to pay money, Student shall be in default of this Agreement.  In the event of such nonmonetary default, the Fraternity may terminate all rights of Student; provided, however, that if such nonmonetary default is one that is capable of being cured by Student, the Fraternity shall have no right to terminate this Agreement on account of such nonmonetary default unless Student's failure to perform continues for more than three days after written notice is given to Student.

18. Fraternity's Remedies.  In the event of a default by Student, the Fraternity may, in addition to pursuing any other remedies now or hereafter available to Corporation, elect to (a) continue the Agreement in effect and enforce all Fraternity's rights and remedies hereunder, including the right to recover the dues as it becomes due, or (b) at any time, terminate all of Student's rights hereunder and recover from Student all unpaid affiliation dues for the current semester, a breech of Agreement fee equal to one semester’s affiliation dues, any other unpaid amounts and damages the Fraternity may incur by reason of Student's breach of the Agreement.  

19. Attorney's Fees.  If the Fraternity retains the services of an attorney to enforce Student's obligations under this Agreement, whether or not legal proceedings are instituted or prosecuted to judgment, Student shall reimburse Corporation for any attorney fees or related costs reasonably incurred by the Fraternity.

20. Collection Agency.  Corporation reserves the right to retain a collection agency to assist in the collection of any unpaid amounts owed under this Agreement.
21. Waiver.  No failure of the Fraternity to enforce any obligation of Student shall be deemed a waiver of that obligation nor shall acceptance of active or partial payment of dues be deemed a waiver of the Fraternity's right to receive active performance of Student's obligations as set forth in this Agreement.

22. Notices.  Any notice which either party may give, or is required to give, including notices of default, may be given by electronic mail or by mailing the same to Student at the Chapter house or to the Fraternity at the address where dues are to be sent, or at such other places as may be designated by the Fraternity from time to time.

23. Entire Agreement.  The foregoing constitutes the entire agreement between the parties and may be modified only by a writing signed by both parties.  This agreement may be executed in counterparts which when assembled shall constitute a single original document.  Any party may transmit their signature on this Agreement by facsimile machine and the same shall constitute an original signature for all purposes.
